Declarations of Interest
Cllr Walker declared a personal interest to any issues relating to Newark & Sherwood District Council and Nottinghamshire County Council. Cllrs Allsopp and Brooks declared a personal interest to any issue relating to Newark & Sherwood District Council.

Clerk/Chairman’s Update


A printed update of ongoing matters was circulated and noted.  The update is published with the minutes.  No issues were discussed from the update.

The meeting was closed to take parishioners comments. One resident asked for the Council’s support to request that the Police and District Council install a temporary CCTV camera in the Glovers Lane vicinity to try and ease the anti social issues which are experienced there. Young people congregate there, drink alcohol purchased from the nearby Tesco Express, and discard or smash glass bottles along the footpath which runs between Pinfold Lane and Glovers Lane.  The District Council has just installed a number of litter bins in the area.  
The meeting re-opened and the Chairman took the scheduled agenda item earlier to discuss this issue.

Glovers Lane
Consideration was given to the request made as above to support a resident’s request for a temporary CCTV camera to be installed in the Glovers Lane vicinity.  Members agreed that the Manager of Tesco Express, appropriate District Council representative and Police be invited to the next committee meeting on May 12th 2010 to discuss the problems and try to find a satisfactory solution.   

The parishioner was thanked for his attendance and he left the meeting.

Cemetery Extension
The installation of the new road into the extension and the re-surfacing work to the existing road is almost complete.  The Chairman and Clerk reported that the Cemetery looks much improved for the work undertaken so far.

Young Persons Project

Members gave further discussion to the earmarked fund of £10,000 for a young persons project. A suggestion was made to increase the amount of funding and divide the amount to the four local schools (Chuter Ede, Grove, John Hunt and Orchard) with a condition that it is used for a specific project or provision of equipment, the ideas to be approved by the Council.  A vote was taken on the proposal with six votes for and one against.  It was,
RECOMMENDED

that letters be sent to the four schools asking what project or 



item they would propose to spend £4000 each on.

Sports Fees 
The fees were reviewed for the 2010/11 financial year for sporting charges for the playing field and Lake.  A basic breakdown of income and expenditure for the various sporting activities had been provided and previously circulated.   It was,

RECOMMENDED 

that football charges be increased by £25 per season and a 




generic 4% increase on bowls, cricket and angling fees.

Information/Correspondence

The following items of information/correspondence have been received and were noted:
a)  An e-mail from residents asking for the Council’s help in getting the pot holes repaired on Main Street.  This will be reported to County Council.  Cllr Walker reported that emergency repairs will be carried out as soon as possible but major repairs to roads in the village will only be carried out in the long term. 
b)  A letter from a Cottage Close resident asking that the footpath link between his property and Waltham Close be repositioned (the link was not there when he bought the property).  Cllrs Brooks and Walker have been involved in this issue which has been ongoing for some years and they undertook to arrange a meeting with the resident. 
c)  An e-mail requesting extra dog waste bins in the Southfield area.  There are two bins in that vicinity and members considered these adequate - unfortunately extra bins do not necessarily reduce the amount of dog fouling. 

d)  Notice of approved works to prune a Lime tree which is subject to a Preservation Order at 2 Catkin Way.

e)  Notice of the County Council’s Civic Service on Sunday June 27th 2010 at 3.00pm at Southwell Minster.  Any Councillor wishing to attend to notify the Clerk. 

f)  A Catkin Way back garden has apparently been extended onto Council land on Hawton Lane.  Members agreed that a letter be sent asking the residents to clarify the situation and/or to move the fence back to its original position.
