Declarations of Interest

Cllrs Allsopp, Brooks and Fletcher declared a personal interest to any issue relating to Newark & Sherwood District Council.  Cllr Allsopp also declared a personal interest to minute reference 1540 – sporting fees.  Cllrs Allsopp and Mrs Newstead declared a personal interest to the second exempt item and undertook to leave the meeting for the duration of the discussion of that item.   Cllr Fletcher declared a personal interest to the Grove Angling Club issue, though as a non committee member in attendance he would not be voting on any decision taken at the meeting. 
Exempt items
            It was resolved, that as publicity would be prejudicial to the public interest by reason of the 

            special nature of the information in the business to be transacted, the public and press be  

            excluded from the meeting for the duration of these items.

1538    Clerk/Chairman’s Update


A printed update of ongoing matters was circulated and noted.  The update is published with the minutes.  The following issues were discussed from the update:
1. Re Minute 1535d Centre gates  Further attempts will be made to obtain a comparative quotation to install wooden gates to the back and front of the Centre. 
2. Re Minute 1535e Boat for Lake Maintenance Work  Members considered that a financial offer should be made to the boat owner who has undertaken to make his boat readily available to the Council and for it to be stored on Council property.  Enquiries will be made initially regarding any insurance implications.
