Declarations of Interest

Cllr Walker declared a personal interest to any issues relating to Newark & Sherwood 
District Council and Nottinghamshire County Council. Cllrs Allsopp and Brooks declared a 
personal interest to any issue relating to Newark & Sherwood District Council.

Glovers Lane


The meeting was closed to discuss the anti social behaviour problems experienced in the 
Glovers Lane area of the village. The main issues are associated with consumption of 
alcohol along the footpath between Glovers Lane and Pinfold Lane.  Recent improvements 
to the situation have been noted, although all the problems have not been completely 
eradicated.  It is understood that some alcohol is purchased for younger people by older 
siblings or parents.

Cllrs Mrs Walker and Walker joined the meeting at approximately 6.45pm. 


Representatives present from Tesco were concerned that discussions at the previous 
committee meeting had implied that the underage drinking problems were entirely as a 
result of alcohol purchased at the Main Street store – this was not stated or intended to be 
the case because the ages of the young people concerned are not known.   It was suggested 
that the situation be reviewed again in six months. 

The representatives and public were thanked for their attendance and the meeting re-opened.

Clerk/Chairman’s Update


A printed update of ongoing matters was circulated and noted.  The update is published with the minutes.  No issues were discussed from the update.

Cllr Mrs Newstead joined the meeting at approximately 7.00pm.

Young Persons Project – County Council L.I.S.  

Members were informed that two bids submitted to the County Council’s Local 
Improvement Scheme (LIS) to re-enforce the banks at Lakeside, and to install a further hard 
surface play area on the playing field have been initially approved for the present financial 
year. County Council representatives have carried out initial inspections at both locations 
and are working towards costings/specifications etc.  Planning permission may be necessary 
for both projects.  The County Council has earmarked £50,000 for the hard surface play area  


project which is to include a CCTV camera monitored by the District Council. Discussion 
was given to the possibility of this Council committing its young person’s fund of £10,000  
towards the project as this facility was one of the suggestions previously submitted by 
The Grove School Student Council.  It was,


RECOMMENDED

that the £10,000 sum of money be committed to the hard 





surface play area project. 
1639
Public Footpath no. 2
Consideration was given to a County Council Pre Order Consultation to extend Public Footpath no. 2 to join Main Street from Brandon Close. No objections were raised to the proposal.

Council Notice Board

Consideration was given to a request made at the Annual Parish Meeting for a Council 
notice board on Main Street – a suggestion had been made to install one on the Library wall.   

This was approved in principle subject to enquiries being made about possible planning 
requirements in the Conservation Area and seeking the views of the Library.

Dog Waste Bin 
A parishioner had requested that the Council consider installing a dog waste bin at the top end of Mead Way just before the public footpath through to Flowserve.  This was approved – exact location to be determined.

Playing Field Litter Bins


Consideration was given to installing further litter bins on the playing field to try and 
reduce the amount of debris, cans and bottles that get left on the field.  It was considered on 
balance that further bins could be useful and prices for metal bins will be obtained.
1643
Information/Correspondence

The following items of information/correspondence have been received and were noted:
a)  A suggestion from the Newark Alliance Football League that the Council raises just one invoice for all teams playing on the field in that League (Sundays) and the League will arrange for immediate payment at the start of the season.  Members supported this suggestion and the 5% discount for early payment can be passed onto the League. 
b)  A reply to a letter sent to The Grove School asking for assistance in ‘policing’ the playing field at lunchtimes to try and ease the considerable litter problems which the pupils leave behind.  Mrs Hart, Acting Head has been very supportive since the letter was sent. 
c)  Notice of approved works to trees subject to Preservation Orders at 7 The Woodwards and 2 Catkin Way.

Future Agenda Items

Cllr Hurst raised a concern about vehicles parking off road in front of Toll Bar Cottages on 
the corner of London Road and Sibcy Lane.  The kerb has been dropped there for the cycle 
track and vehicles are utilising this as an access onto the verge.  Cllr Walker undertook to 
report this to the County Council.
