Clerk/Chairman’s Update

An update of ongoing matters from the minutes of the previous Council meeting and subsequent committee meetings was circulated and noted.  Updates circulated prior to each committee meeting had been included with the minutes.  The following issues were discussed:-

1. Re Minute 3165a.1 Youth Bus Cllr Walker advised that the youth bus will now be sited on the Church Hall car park on Main Street. 

     2. Re Minute 3165a.2 Brandon Close  Cllr Walker advised that the BBC funded seats 
     will be sited at Brandon Close but not the planter at this stage owing to maintenance 

     issues. 

     3. Re Minute 3165.c2 Council Meeting start times   This agenda item, scheduled for  
     discussion later at the meeting has been withdrawn by the Councillor who had originally   

                 raised the issue.

     4. Re Minute 3168 Staple Lane Traffic   The discussions taking place between some 
     villages and the County Council regarding a requested one way system for the waste 

                 refuse lorries all to be routed through Balderton needs to be closely monitored. 

     5. Re Minute 3170.2 Granby Drive Street Light   Cllr Walker advised that the request 

                 for a further street light is still being looked into.

1. Re Minute 1546 Cycle Track 0061  Cllr Walker advised that the Council’s initial suggestions for the route were being considered by the County Council.
2. Re Minute 1561 Lakeside Banks  Members considered that the work should be submitted next year as a project for consideration under the County’s BBC fund, but the cost should be included in next year’s budget in case the bid is not successful.

1. Re Minute 3552 Free resource Grants   It was,

a) £500 to Victim Support towards the cost of training local volunteers 

b) the cost of rates bills to the Balderton Bowls Club if their appeal for rate rebates is not successful

c) £600 to Chuter Ede School for the Year 5 pupils to graduate through D.A.R.E. 
d) £500 to the Multiple Sclerosis Society towards the cost of re-instating the therapist in Balderton to weekly sessions

this being expenditure incurred in the interest of the parish or its inhabitants and will benefit them in a manner commensurate with the expenditure.

2. Re Minute 3555b Council News    The producers of the local bi-monthly publication, ‘All about you’ have agreed that the Council can have a column in the magazine free of charge. Reports from Representatives


Councillor Walker advised that the County Council had ordered 28 extra interactive speed 
warning signs, one of which was earmarked for Hawton Lane.  The company has since gone 
insolvent thus delaying the process.  He also advised that District Council officer Mr Ian 
Harrison will attend the next SNG meeting on Monday July 13th 2009 to discuss the 
possibility of installing CCTV to certain areas of the village.  


Councillor Mrs Hurst reported as Chairman of the Council’s Planning Committee            
advising that the committee had met earlier that day and discussed the Strategic Housing and 
Land Availability Assessment (SHLAA) document.   There are a lot of anomalies in the 

            document and almost all of the earmarked sites are on a floodplain.   Several parishioners 
had attended the meeting and reported that little time had been allowed to compile a 
response by the required date 
of May 29th 2009.   The committee asked for the Council’s 
support in responding to the document with a declaration that no more development should 
be allowed in Balderton until the sewers and drainage systems be upgraded as already 
proven necessary.  All Councillors present (except Cllr Brooks as a serving member of the 

District Planning Committee ) undertook to sign a paper to be submitted with the response.

Clerk’s Additional Information

The following items of correspondence/information have been received: 

a)  A letter from the District Council advising that the second part of the Strategic Flood Risk Assessment is being undertaken.  The first part of the study has been completed which took into account historical flood risk information. 
b)  A copy of a letter sent by a resident to the District Council asking for a Dispersal Order for the Grove Street/Orchid Close/Rowan Way area of the village to try and ease the drunken youth incidents in that area. 
c)  A complaint from a parishioner about young people playing football in the Cemetery. The issue was referred to the Amenities Committee for discussion – Cllr Mrs Hurst undertook to make enquiries with the Health Centre to ascertain if their CCTV system could help the situation.

2.  Cllr Mrs Brooks informed Councillors that she had recently witnessed PC Stannard take alcohol away from adults drinking in a public place, and duly disposed of the same. 

3.  Cllr Walker asked the Council to note and acknowledge that at the end of Cllrs Mrs Brooks and Brooks recent term as Chairman and Lady of Newark & Sherwood District Council, sincere comments of appreciation had been shown by fellow District Councillors. They are a credit to the village and Parish Council.  All present concurred with these sentiments.
