The meeting was closed to take public comments.  One parishioner raised concerns about mopeds being driven over the playing field.  There was a considerable number of young people driving mopeds erratically on the field last weekend.  This is a problem that has been reported to the police several times and the staff have tried talking to some of the young people concerned. 

The meeting re-opened and it was considered beneficial to refer the issue to the Amenities Committee to consider employing the services of some form of warden or security firm to try and help ‘police’ the field and also possibly the Lake.  In the interim it was considered beneficial to install signs advising that mopeds are not allowed on the playing field.

Councillor Walker reported that the County Council has almost completed resurfacing

Councillor Mrs Hurst advised on progress regarding relocating the telephone kiosk on 
London Road.  British Telecom (B.T.) has advised that it is not possible to report on the 
usage because the telephone is card use only and therefore any information collated is 
private.

Clerk’s Additional Information

The following items of correspondence/information have been received: 

a)  Response from the District Council that a recycle waste bin cannot be used at the playing field because the authority does not yet consider it worth setting up a separate collection service for businesses/non residential sites.  The issue will be raised again with District Council in the near future. 
b)  Notification from the County Council that the bus services for evenings and Sundays in Balderton will be reduced owing to Veolia Transport withdrawing a number of local bus contracts. 
c)  A suggestion that a litter bin be installed on the corner of Pinfold Lane and Main Street where the children catch school buses – this will be requested from the District Council. 

d)  A request for a speed camera or speed calming measures on Grove Street.  
e)  The latest Police ‘Commanders Update’ from Chief Supt. Wakelin.
