CCTV for the Village


The meeting was closed to hear Mr Harrison from the District Council who outlined 
options and costings for CCTV cameras around the village. The present options are fibre 

optic cables, wireless or broadband systems – these are all expensive to both install and 
maintain.  It is possible that the District Council’s improved internet system which is 
scheduled for installation in nine months time at the Grove Leisure Centre could be utilised 
to link a camera system to Kelham Hall for monitoring.  He undertook to come back to the 
Council once the new system has been installed with further costings and options.  Mr 
Harrison offered to arrange a visit to the camera monitoring room at Kelham Hall – this will 
be co-ordinated as soon as possible.
