Cheques presented were signed and wages payments approved.

The meeting was closed to meet with Captain Tim Justice from the Salvation Army who outlined the local Church’s plans to employ a youth worker to be partially based at the Grove School. His role would be to liaise with the young people in need of assistance, build links with local organisations and engage the young people in suitable project work.  The objective is to provide more support outside of the school day.  He advised that a lot of the necessary funding has been pledged from the Grove School, the local and East Midlands DHQ Salvation Army, and Churches Together in Newark.  
Captain Justice was thanked for his information and attendance, and he left at approximately 6.55pm when the meeting resumed.  The Salvation Army’s request for support towards the project was a scheduled item for discussion later.
