DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST
Cllrs Mrs Brooks and Fletcher declared a personal interest to any District Council issues.  
Cheques presented were signed and wages payments approved.

Clerk/Chairman’s Update

A printed update of ongoing matters was circulated and noted.  The update is published 
with the minutes.  The following issue was discussed from the update:
1. Re 3661.1Blocked Drain   The District Council will now be expedited to carry out further jetting work on the Masefield Crescent drain

Watercourses and Flood Problems

Consideration was given to a written response from the District Council regarding 
watercourses and flood problems in Balderton.  The meeting was closed to take comments 
from local drainage expert Mr B. Gascoigne regarding the response who suggested that 
enquiries be made with Sustrans to confirm whether the culvert which was under the old 
railway bridge was filled in or kept clear when it was converted to a cycle track.  Mr 
Gascoigne also asked that enquiries be made with the County Council regarding the rear 
boundary of the field behind St. Giles Church Hall – there is a dyke which runs between this 
and Tennyson Road gardens,
and the boundary line appears to have been moved.  The 
meeting resumed and Mr Gascoigne was thanked for his information and attendance.  More 
detailed locations of known flooding problems areas on the 
Manners Road estate are 
required by the District Council – local enquiries will be made.

Grove Street Traffic Issues
Discussion was given to traffic problems on Grove Street, including double parking, speeding vehicles and the difficulties for emergency vehicles gaining access to properties. The possibilities of speed calming or a one way system were debated, though either option would not necessarily solve the problem of double parking.  It was considered that the residents should be invited to comment either by completing a questionnaire and/or by attending a public meeting arranged by this Council as any decision should be agreed by those most directly affected.

London Road Speed Limit Signs

Members noted complaints regarding the lack of advisory speed limit signs along London Road.  It is understood that there are no signs along the stretch of affected road itself, just at either end.   This issue will be raised with the County Council.

Public Toilets in Newark
Approval was given to writing a letter of objection to both Newark & Sherwood District Council and Newark Town Council about the proposed closure of the London Road car park toilets, suggesting that a charge be introduced to try and make the facility more cost effective.  The London Road car park toilets should still be retained after the planned new toilets are installed in St. Marks precinct. Clarification will be sought as to who will own and manage the new toilets.
