Clerk/Chairman’s Update

A printed update of ongoing matters was circulated and noted.  The update is published 
with the minutes.  The following issues were discussed from the update:

1. Re Minute 3493.2 Masefield Crescent Drain  An update is still awaited from the District Council to advise whether the County Council has yet carried out clearance work to the drain as it passes under London Road.  The matter has been expedited with both the District and County Councils but any progress is still unknown.  Members expressed their disquiet at the apparent lack of progress and length of time taken to address this issue which has been ongoing since autumn 2000.  A copy of the ‘Water Cycle Strategy: Land Drainage in Balderton’ has been obtained and will be circulated to members in readiness for discussion at the Council meeting next week.      
2. Re Young Persons Project  Some discussion was given to the earmarked fund of £10,000 for a young persons project - enquiries have shown that the Council could apply to WREN for a grant to increase the fund.  The issue is scheduled for further consideration at the next Amenities meeting on October 21st 2009 when County Officer Ann Trout is due to attend to discuss ideas submitted by local young people.

Bar Store Cooler System

Members gave consideration to installing a beer store cooling system – this had been 
initially discussed and referred from the Centre Management committee owing to the 
financial implication. Quotations were reviewed and it was,

Village CCTV Cameras

Members reviewed costings and options for three CCTV cameras in the village – these were 
provided by the District Council following a 
SNG meeting in July.  The cameras would not 
be monitored all the time but accessed by the operators at Kelham Hall when necessary.  The 
costs are considerable. Members believed it beneficial to invite a District Council Officer to 
a meeting to further discuss issues and options including the possibility of shared costs.

Budget 2010/11 


Initial discussion was given to budgetary requirements for the next financial year and 
possible projects for inclusion. The Amenities Committee has also given initial 
consideration and costing are being sought, though one project to re-roof the machinery store 
may be carried out this year as an urgent maintenance issue. A sum of money will be 

included to install footways in the Cemetery extension – an estimate will be obtained. 
Committee running costs will be prepared in readiness to circulate at the next meeting.
