Correspondence/Information

The following items have been received and were noted:
a) The Planning Enforcement Department has again been contacted regarding concerns about the close proximity of the new dwelling next to 2 Main Street.  It is understood that the gap between the two properties is less than it should be. 
b) Notice of a District Council planning meeting held on April 6th 2010 where the application was considered and approved to install properties on the garage court at Stafford Avenue. 
c) Confirmation from Cllr Brooks that this committee’s withdrawal of its blanket refusal policy for further development in the village due to drainage concerns has been noted by the District Council Planning Department.

d) Details that the Supreme Court has held that a developer has a statutory right to connect to a public sewer even if the water authority is concerned that the existing system will be overloaded.  The necessary works to bring the system up to standard would therefore fall on the water authority and not the developer.  In order to get around the problem it would be possible for a planning authority to attach planning conditions to a planning permission preventing a developer from connecting to a system until it has been upgraded.   It was considered beneficial that this information be passed onto the local planning authority.  
The meeting closed at approximately 2.35pm.
