rear of 5 Chaucer Road.  Two adjacent residents raised their objections to the application.  They
were thanked for their comments, they left and the meeting re-opened at approximately 09.50am.
0113    Planning Applications

The following planning applications were considered and objected to subject to any comments detailed below: 
1006 Demolish garage, erect 1.5 storey dwelling

Jalna, Queen Street (Conservation Area Consent)
Members considered that the development will generate further traffic along Queen Street and therefore Main Street, and place extra pressure on the already inadequate drainage system.  The development is considered to cause a Conservation Area garden to be made smaller and there is insufficient vision for vehicular access and egress to the site.  
1011 Single storey bungalow, enlarge car parking area
Rear of 5 Chaucer Road 

Members considered that the single storey dwelling will have the same adverse effects upon surrounding properties as the previous application for a two storey dwelling.  The scheme would be detrimental to the character of the area and represents back-land development that would prejudice the private amenities of neighbours.
Both the above objections also contain the Council’s stance that no further development should be allowed in Balderton until the existing drainage system in the village has been upgraded.  This stance was decided as a result of the SHLAA consultation.

Correspondence/Information


The following items had been received and were noted:
a) Notice of a District Council Planning Meeting on Tuesday August 18th 2009 where the application to demolish a garage and erect a dwelling at Jalna, Queeen Street is being considered.  Cllr Hurst undertook to provide a written statement for submission to the Planning Committee and Cllr Mrs Jarvis undertook to try and attend the meeting.
b) A copy of the District Council Planning meeting minutes of July 14th 2009 where the application for twenty three dwellings at159 Main Street was refused. 
c) A number of complaints have been expressed about the sign which has been installed on the Chinese food take-away at 33 Main Street.  Concerns have been expressed that it is out of keeping in the residential area and so bright that it could be distracting to drivers.  Planning permission was granted for a sign but enquiries will be made with Planning Enforcement to check that the sign complies with the authority’s permission.

d) Cllr Mrs Hurst raised further concerns about the proposed development at 140 Main Street and of the potential use of the site – the application to erect a 2 bedroom annexe is by a private care home.  It is understood that there may be plans to move the residents of The Old Hall on Main Street to the new unit.  The site is opposite 159 Main Street which is being developed to accommodate 13 dwellings with additional dwellings being applied for.  That area is not at all suitable for this potential level of activity and possible number of vehicles.  A letter will be drafted to the District Council Planning Department and enquiries will be made with the Health Authority to ascertain the future of The Old Hall.
